SUBJECT:  Resolution to Authorize Execution of Agreements with Caltrans for the Clean
California Local Grant Program

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

It is recommended that the City Council adopt Resolution 2022-007 authorizing the City
Manager to execute agreements with Caltrans for the Clean California Local Grant Program.

BACKGROUND and DISCUSSION:

The City of Farmersville was recently awarded $4,333,906 by the Department of Transportation
(Caltrans) as part of the Clean California Local Grant Program. The City's project includes three
components: 1) Beautification to Hwy 198 Interchange; 2) Landscape Improvements to
Downtown; and 3) Litter Abatement Education Campaign.

Prior to Caltrans executing the Standard Agreement, they must receive a Resolution authorizing
the City Manager to sign the Agreement on behalf of the City. The attached Resolution will
satisfy this requirement and once submitted to Caltrans, the City Manager will be able to sign
the Agreement and move forward with the design phase of the project.

FISCAL IMPACT:

This project is funded by Caltrans in the amount of $4,333,906.
